The EAOM Congress is anticipated to be the largest Oral Medicine meeting ever held and BSOM Council has confirmed that there will be no BSOM Annual Scientific Meeting in 2010.  However, BSOM Council has agreed to offer BSOM Scientific Meeting Bursaries in 2010 to support attendance at the EAOM Congress on 24th and 25th September 2010 and the satellite meeting ‘Honouring the Past – Building for the Future’ Transatlantic Perspectives of 40 years of Oral Medicine’ on 23rd September 2010.  The findings of the World Workshop in Oral Medicine V (WWOM V) will also be reported within the main EAOM Congress. The three days of meetings will provide unparalleled opportunities for anyone interested in Oral Medicine.
BSOM Council recognises that the financial cost may act as a barrier to attendance at these meetings.  It wishes to support as many juniors as possible in attending these meeting, within the funds available.  The cost of the meetings rises if registration is after 1st January 2010.  Accordingly, BSOM Council is running the Bursary Process to the following dates:

Decisions notified to applicants by Monday 14th December 2009.

Only applications from members of the Society in good standing on 30th September 2009 will be considered.

Bursary applications will be evaluated by Council with reference to:
· The applicants access to other funding sources, such as through their employment or as part of postgraduate studies.  Applicants with little or no access to such sources of funding will be given preference.
· Applicants who intend to submit an abstract to EAOM 2010 will be given preference, particularly where they are the first named author, over applicants who do not intend to submit an abstract.

· Preference will generally be given to applicants who submit requests for support to cover the meeting costs of the EAOM Congress and/or the ’40 Years of Oral Medicine’ over and above applications for travel or accommodation costs.  However, all applications will be evaluated on their merits.  Where a bursary covers a meeting cost, this will be paid directly by BSOM to EAOM at the ‘early-bird’ rates to minimise the impact on the individual.  
BSOM Council reserves the right to award bursaries as it sees fit and decisions made by it about bursaries are final.

Applicants should also seek other sources of funding.

It is anticipated that the total amount applied for may exceed the budget available.  Anyone awarded a bursary in December 2009 who is not in a position to fund the other costs associated with the meetings should make the Honorary Secretary to BSOM Council aware of this as a matter of priority.
