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World Workshop on Oral Medicine V

Assistant Reviewer Application

Deadline for submission: Friday October 16th, 2009.

In the mid-1980s, Professor Sir David Mason (UK) and Dr. Dean Millard (US) conceived the idea of convening experts in oral medicine from around the world to explore the current status and future directions of the field. The first 3 World Workshops on Oral Medicine took place in Chicago in 1988, 1993, and 1998, and the WWOM IV took place in San Juan in 2006. At each conference, approximately 50 global experts in oral medicine participated, and worked in sections to rigorously review the current literature and to examine educational standards. The proceedings have been published and widely distributed (see supplement published in Oral Surgery, Oral Medicine, Oral Pathology, Oral Radiology and Endodontology 2007:103(3) for WWOM IV).

The Steering Committee of the World Workshop V is committed to encouraging trainees and junior level Oral Medicine clinician-scientists to participate in the next Workshop.  The meeting is scheduled for September 21st-25th 2010 in London, England, in conjunction with the European Association of Oral Medicine (www.eaom2010.com). This modeling will allow the Oral Medicine trainee or junior faculty member interaction with international colleagues, experience of the evidence-based review process and promote the speciality by identifying the next generation of international leaders.  We anticipate an international representation in this group, with representatives from all continents.  The posts are not age limited but will be preferentially awarded to individuals training in Oral Medicine.  The definition of a trainee and junior faculty varies internationally and decisions will be based on the application process and supporting referee’s comments. Professors, consultants and senior staff who have been in substantive posts over 3 years are unlikely to be supported.

Each of the 8 groups in the Workshop will have one or two assistant reviewers assigned to it.  They will assist the senior reviewers in the literature review and writing the final paper.  The chosen individuals will therefore be expected to deliver in a timely manner a reasonable amount of work and should commit to this.  The prepared review will form the discussion focus for the panel of experts at the Workshop on September 21-22nd 2010.  At all times the assistant reviewer will be guided by a senior colleague in the process. The applicant is asked to rank their first three choices of Workshop Groups in which to participate.

The chosen individuals will receive economy rate travel and 3 nights accommodation expenses to attend the Workshop in London, UK.  The candidate will need to secure further funding to attend the unique “Transatlantic Perspectives on Oral Medicine” and “European Association of Oral Medicine” meetings to be held in London the same week (see Conference website, above). Attendance is encouraged since the Workshop reviews will form a significant component of the EAOM meeting.

Application process

The application process comprises three parts (to be completed in English)
1 A completed application form, including three 1000 word discussions to set questions, signed by the candidate.
2
The candidate’s current Curriculum vitae to include (i) publications (ii) presentations at meetings (iii) teaching qualifications and experience (iv) management and leadership skills.
3
Supporting structured references from 2 senior colleagues in their current home unit or facility. It is important that candidates should include the names and e mail addresses for both colleagues. Upon receipt of the application, these colleagues will be sent an e mail request to assess the candidate by giving scores and comments on an internet-based form.

The awards will be announced before November 1st, 2009 and candidates notified by e-mail of the outcome of there application.
